Alternate Commissioner Ellsworth a voting member.

WORK MEETING

1. Discuss amendments to the General Plan:
Interim Public Works Director Noyes explained the City’s Capital Improvement Projects
Plan. He listed the projects according to his feelings of priority, but they are subject to
change. 1) Park restrooms and boweries — need new at north and south parks; 2) 800 North
irrigation line under sidewalk — needs to be replaced with pipe and curb; 3) 1800 North
bridge project — water/sewer lines, shop, fire station and dead ending streets issues; 4) storm
sewer project — enlarge the retention pond for any increased run off from Falcon Hill; 5)
Main Street waterline- replace old steel line from 1425 North to 825 North; 6) 1300 North to
1800 North on 350 West — rebuild utilities; 7) 1300 North to 1800 North on 300 West —
rebuild utilities; 8) 2300 North and 1300 North — rebuild for heavier traffic loads; 9) 800
North — rebuild and widen; 10) ADA ramps - ongoing addition of more where possible on

curbs at intersections using CDBG money when possible; and 11) other projects to consider —

old Winegar’s property, unused City properties, Central Park use with 1800 North changes.
There was quite a bit of discussion on the 1800 North project issues.

The Planning Commissioners reviewed the changes made to the General Plan on Chair
Hale’s computer and discussed more revisions. When they were finished discussing the
changes, they decided to have goals, policies and timeline pages drafted by the next regular
meeting. Chair Hale said she would email the Commissioners who were not here, let them
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know what they had done so far, ask them to make any changes they see fit in a color not
used yet and remind them about the meeting in two weeks.

Motion: Commissioner Stevenson made a motion to adjourn. Alt. Commissioner Ellsworth
seconded the motion.
